There will be a total solar eclipse on August 21, 2017. Washington will be 
very close to the path of totalityðso close in fact that Washington County 
Schools will be observing the eclipse from our own school yards. USD 108 
PTO has purchased special glasses so our students and staff can safely 
participate in this event.  
 

What Is a Total Solar Eclipse? 

Total solar eclipses occur when the New Moon comes between the Sun and Earth and casts 
the darkest part of its shadow, the umbra, on Earth. A full solar eclipse, known as totality, is 
almost as dark as night. 

A total eclipse is spectacular to see. During a total eclipse of the Sun, the Moon covers the en-
tire disk of the Sun. In partial and annular solar eclipses, the Moon blocks only part of the 
Sun. 

 

Protect Your Eyes! 

Never look directly at the Sun, eclipsed or otherwise, without proper protective eyewear. The 
Sunôs UV radiation can burn the retinas in your eyes, and cause permanent damage or even 
blindness. To watch a solar eclipse safely, wear protective eclipse glasses or project an image 
of the eclipsed Sun using a pinhole projector.
